A short account of the grass Eragrostis nigra Nees. var. trachy-

carpa Benth., the specific name is in allusion to the colour of the in-

florescence, the varietal name to the rugose-tuberculate character of the

grain. Its value as a fodder is not known. It occurs in New South
Wales and Queensland and in Asia. There is an excellent plate
illustrating the character of the entire inflorescence, spikelets and grain.
