Starting out with the statement that wild flowers can be improved
upon by cultivation, the author minutely and carefully describes the

3 main methods by which wild plants may be transported from their

native hounts and successfully eultivated, while at the same time impro-
ved upon in the garden. The three methods consist in the col-

lection and sowing of seed, the collection of seedlings, or the direct

transportation of plants already established in the bush. Three lists of

species are given from which a choiee might be made to commence Ope-
rations; the first list consists of 5 climbers, the second of 6 large shrubs
or small trees, the third of plants from 2 to 3 feet, or a little more, in
