Einige neue Pflanzen der Flora Frankreichs, aufgestellt 
von A L E X I S J O R D A N . 

Der scharfsichtige Verfasser der „Observations sur plusieurs 
plantes nouvelles, rares ou critiques de la France " hat sich leider in 
Folge der Revolution genothiget gesehen, die Fortsetzung seiner 
Fragmente aufzugeben , und desshalb in dem „Catalogue des graines 
recoltees au jardin bptanique de la ville de Di jon en 1848" einen 
T h e i l seiner Novitäten publiclrt. D a dieses Sanienverzeichniss nur 
in die Hände sehr weniger Botaniker gelangen dürfte, so halten 
wir es im Einverständnisse mit dem Herrn Verfasser für angemessen, 
die darin enthaltenen „Adnotationes" durch Wiederabdruck in der 
Flora der Versessenheit zu entreissen.
