
teral entsteht. Deshalb zog ich auch in meiner öfter schon 
citirten Dissertation (S. 28) aus der entwicklungsgeschichtlichen 
Beobachtung, dass der Nucellus bei Primula l a t e r a l entstellt, 
keinen Schluss auf eine morphologische Deutung. Was aber 
das entwicklungsgeschichtliche Resultat selbst angeht, so be­
haupte ich auch hier wiederum mit W a r m i n g [De l'ovule. 
Ann. d. sc. nat. VI. ser. vol. V. p. 227), dass es Falle giebt, in 
denen der Nucellus normaliter l a t e r a l entsteht, und zu diesen 
gehört eben auch Primula. Dass wir im Nucellus bei Primula 
nicht die durch Druck seitlich abgelenkte Spitze zu suchen 
haben, ist von mir schon in meiner Diss. erwähnt worden (S. 28); 
und dass die dorsale Seite nicht durch überwiegendes Wachs-
thum den Nucellus aus der terminalen Lage in die laterale 
drängt, geht schon daraus hervor, dass Nucellus und Integu-
mente sich genau gleichzeitig (S. 14) mit derselben Wachsthums­
intensität erheben, und zwar der Nucellus gleich von Anfang 
an in einer um etwa 50 Grad gegen die Wachsthumsaxe des 
Ovularhöckers geneigten Richtung. 

Die dankenswerthen Untersuchungen an Scropkularia von 
Dr. P e n z i g (Flora 1882 Nr. 3) haben durch C e l a k o v s k y 
in der Arbeit 'über Aquilegia eine eingehende Kritik erfahren. 
Auch ich habe mich in meiner oben citirten Arbeit in einem Punkte 
gegen Penzig gewandt, insofern er die Gebilde der Figg. 84 
und 90 und die mit mehr oder weniger vergrünten Ovulis ver­
wachsenen, entsprechenden Gebilde der Figg. 82, 83, 85, 87 und 88 
als Aequivalente der ganzen Ovula betrachtet. Andere Fälle 
habe ich an der betreffenden Stelle nicht gemeint.
