Leider war es mir, trotz eifrigsten

Suchens, nicht vergonnt, Fruchte aufzufinden, sodass der

Gattungscharakter nicht festgestellt werden konnte. Ich bin

so gliicklich, sic in Rabenhorst's Lichenes europaei, wenn
auch nur in kleinen Raschen, ausgeben zu konnen, sodass

die Ilerren Lichenologen Gelegenheit haben, selbst zu beur-

theilon, ob sie bei Coruicularia verbleiben kann, oder vicl-

leicht eine cigene Gattung bilde. So lange die Fruchte

noch unbckannt sind, diirfte lotztcrcs als unriithlich er-

scheinen.
