Diese in einem Nomenciator

nicht erwartete Aufnahme der Diagnosen schien mir nothwendig und ganz be-

sonders nützlich, indem nur den Wenigsten ein ausreichender literarischer Apparat

zur unmittelbaren Einsicht zu Gebote steht und hier die Gelegenheit zu einem

eigenen ürtheil über den Werth einer jeden, auch der blos nominellen Gattungen

am bequemsten gegeben war. Die Arten jeder Gattung sind in alphabetischer

Folge aufgeführt und wiederum wie bei den Gattungen die synonymen von den

anerkannten schon durch den Druck unterschieden, erste stets nur mit der ur-

sprünglichen Quelle und dem Verweis, letzte wieder, so weit irgend wünschens-

werth und nützlich, mit mehren Citaten und Abbildungen, auch mit der geogra-

phischen Verbreitung, der gesammten Synonymie und den Vulgärnamen aller

Sprachen. Letzte wurdep jedoch, weil für die Systematik ohne allen Werth,

nur gelegentlich berücksichtigt, haben sich aber trotzdem zu einer wohl beachtens-

^Yerthen Beigabe angesammelt. Die systematischen Namen sind selbstverständlich

in grösster Vollständigkeit aufgeführt, auch Schreib- und Druckfehler, die irgend

Zweifel erregen könnten, berücksichtigt worden, nur die völlig werthlosen, meist

undeutbaren der ältern Literatur und die unwichtigsten Namensverzeichnisse wurden

um KaumVerschwendung zu vermeiden vernachlässigt.

Wie jedem über ein nacktes Namensverzeichniss hinausgehenden Nomenciator

wird auch dem vorliegenden von selten der entgegengesetzten systematischen

Richtung der Vorwurf unzulänglicher und falscher Kritik gemacht werden. Ein

Nomenciator als solcher kann und darf keine Kritik der Gattungen und Arten

Der Nomenciator gibt vielmehr den augen-

blicklichen Stand in der Auffassung der Familien, Gattungen und Arten wieder

und muss jede Verantwortung für die bestehende und in der That freilich grenzen-

lose Verwirrung entschieden ablehnen, diese fällt allein der Detailforschung, der

monographischen Bearbeitung zu, nimmer einer blos nützlichen literarischen Arbeit.

Ebendeshalb durfte ich auch die Diagnoseu nicht ändern, und wo dieselben für

die ihnen im Nornericlator zugewiesenen Arten nicht ausreichen, belehrt schon ein

flüchtiger Blick auf die Synonyme, in welchem Umfange die bezügliche Gattung

genommen , worden.

Die Bearbeitung des Nomenciators nöthigte die Literatur in möglichster Voll-

ständigkeit unmittelbar zu benutzen, und so lag os nahe, die vor mehr als zehn

Jahren beendete „Bibliotheca zoologica" von Carus im ornithologischen Abschnitt

durch ein neues Repertorium fortzusetzen und zu ergänzen. Die Schwierigkeiten,

mit welchen jener Autor zu kämpfen hatte, vermehrten sich hier noch, indem das

blos ornithoKigische Repertorium den verschiedenen, scharf gesonderten Richtungen

in gleichem Grade dienen soll. Deshalb war eine speciellere Gliederung des

Materials nöthig, und während solche die Uebersichtlichkeit erleichterte, wurde

dadurch doch die Unterbringung einzelner Titel sehr erschwert. Um ferner den

Umfang des Repertoriums nicht ins Unbestimmte auszudehnen, sondern dasselbe

als blos ornithologisches abzugrenzen, mussten selbstverständlich alle allgemeinen

Schriften, die grossen Sammelwerke, Encyclopädien, Dictionnaires, ferner die Reise-

werke mit blos gelegentlichen ornithologischen Mittheilungen, Berichte, Referate,

Uebersetzungen, kleine Mittheilungen gemischten Inhaltes ausgeschlossen werden,

obwol solche wo nöthig im Nomenciator gewissenhaft citirt worden sind. Die

Gruppirung bezweckte Uebersichtlichkeit der verschiedenen Gebiete, und hier

bedarf es hinsichtlich der faunistischen Literatur wol kaum der Erwähnung, dass

kleine, ornithologisch weniger reiche Gebiete den zunächst gelegenen grossen mit

reicher Literatur untergeordnet wurden, also z. B. Holland unter Deutschland,

Belgien unter Frankreich etc., worüber schon eine flüchtige Durchsicht den mit

Einrichtung bibliographischer Arbeiten Unbekannten genügende Aufklärung gibt,

t)hne dass die Ueberschriften der Abschnitte zu geographischen Verzeichnissen

erweitert wurden. Da es ferner nicht möglich war, jede einzelne Arbeit auf ihren

Inhalt zu prüfen, so dürfte hin mid wieder ein Titel am unrichtigen Ort ein-

gereiht sein, doch aber nur Titel höchst untergeordneten Werthes, deren falsche

Stellung die Nützlichkeit des Repertoriums nicht beeinträchtigen kann. Bezüg-

liche Berichtigungen für die Nachträge am Schlüsse des Thesaurus nehme ich

dankbar entgegen. Erst mit diesen Nachträgen, welche die während des Druckes

neu erschienene Literatur unvermeidlich macht, kann auch das Personalregister

zum schnellen Aufsuchen der verschiedenen Arbeiten einzelner Autoren gegeben

werden.

Eine nur einigermassen befriedigende Vollständigkeit des Thesaurus konnte

ich mit den hiesigen Hülfsmitteln nicht erzielen, erst mit der Benutzung der

Bibliotheken in Leipzig und in Berlin, und besonders der sehr reichhaltigen des

Zoologis'chen Gartens in Amsterdam, die mir Herr Westermann mit der grössten

Liberalität gestattete, wofür ich demselben wie allen Beförderern meines Unter-

nehmens den wärmsten Dank ausspreche, hoffe ich eine Vollständigkeit erreicht

zu haben, welche dem schwer empfundenen Bedürfniss ausreichend genügt und

allen, die sich in irgend einer Richtung mit der Ornithologie beschäftigen, viel

unnützen Zeitaufwand und mühevolle Arbeit ersparen wird.

Da aber der

schwierige Druck des Thesaurus Jahre beansprucht, so finden alle während des-

selben erscheinenden Arbeiten sofortige Berücksichtigung, sodass während auf

den ersten Bogen des vorliegenden Bandes vereinzelte Arbeiten noch aus dem

Jahre 1868 fehlen, auf den letzten Bogen doch die Literatur bis 1872 aufge-

nommen worden ist. Bei der alphabetischen Anordnung des Materials führt un-
