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Summary

Data are given on the distribution and ecology of 315 species of Tachinidae collected by the

author from the Iberian Peninsula (Spain and Portugal) and Mallorca between 1979 and 1990.

119 species are recorded from the Iberian Peninsula for the first time, and 32 species from Mal-

lorca. Short details on morphology are given for a few species. A new species, Phorocera atri-

cans n. sp. is described. Literature records are also included, allowing this paper to be used also

as a preliminary checklist for the Tachinidae from the Iberian Peninsula and the Balearic

Islands.

Zusammenfassung

Diese Arbeit enthält Daten zur Verbreitung und Ökologie von 315 Tachinen-Arten, die

vom Autor zwischen 1979 und 1990 auf der Iberischen Halbinsel (Spanien und Portugal)

sowie Mallorca gesammelt wurden. 119 Arten werden zum ersten Mal für Spanien, 32 Arten

zum ersten Mal für Mallorca nachgewiesen. Für wenige Arten werden kurze Angaben zur

Morphologie gegeben. Eine neue Art, Phorocera atncans n. sp., wird beschrieben. Diese

Zusammenstellung kann auch als ein vorläufiges Verzeichnis der Tachinidae der Iberischen

Halbinsel und der Balearen benutzt werden, weil die Meldungen in der Literatur berücksich-

tigt sind.
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1. Introduction

This paper is a result of twelve coUecting trips to the Iberlan Peninsula and Mal-

lorca during the years 1979—1990.

It is based on more than 15,000 specimens of Tachinidae, although part of this

material was not collected, but only observed and counted. A total of 315 species

were collected. 119 of them are new to the Iberian Peninsula, and 32 to Mallorca. The

material has been deposited in the Naturkundemuseum Stuttgart.

The arrangement in chapter 2 is as follows.

The valid name of each species is followed by the data for the material collected b\' the author.

1 have included all the material collected by myself in Spain and Portugal except some speci-

mens of Gymnosoma and Leucostoma which still await determination. In addition, females of

the Meigenia mutabilis group and the Exorista rustica group are not currently separable and

are omitted. Following each date, the number of specimens collected or observed during one

coUecting day is given in brackets. Where the number in brackets is omitted, only a Single spe-

cimen was collected or observed. The provinces of Spain are arranged from North to South.

Altitude is only given for mountainous localities. Arrangement of species and nomenclature

follows Herting (1984).

Following the coUection data, observations on ecology are given, as far as were madc h\ the

author. This concerns especially the flowers visited by the Tachinidae. The species of flowers

are arranged in descending order of importance for each Tachinidae, but not all plants have

been determined. A list of the plants mentioned in this paper is given in chapter 3.

Details on morphology are given for a few species, where it seemed to be necessary or useful.

There are only three general papers dealing with Spanish and Portuguese Tachi-

nidae (CzERNY & Strobl 1909, Arias 1912a and Herting 1969). Most of the other

records are scattered in the literature, often under various Synonyms and based on

very few specimens. Many older determinations are unreliable and need to be con-

firmed. All the records I have found in the literature are incorporated into this paper.

Therefore it can be used also as a preliminary checklist for the Tachinidae from the

Iberian Peninsula and the Balearic Islands. I have omitted only the records of Röder
(1872, 1884), because most of his determinations are doubtfui and need to be confir-

med.

It is certain, that in the Iberian Peninsula and the Balearic Islands there exist more

species of Tachinidae than are included in this paper. This concerns especially the

Northwestern part of Spain, where one might expect to fmd many species which are

more common in Central Europe.

The data dealt with are part of a database for faunistic and ecological records of

European Tachinidae which is currently being compiled by the author.

The new species resembles P. grandis, in that the fourth costal sector of the wing

has spinulae on its whole length and the male epandnum is small. The differences are

as follows:

1 Hind 2/3 — 3/4 of the abdominal tergites Black, only with traces of pollinosity. Male:
